The current annual value of the contract is $221,000.

Performance Bond to be issued based on 100% of one (1) year contract value.

E-Verify MUST be on file with AHA prior to bid proposal 

Bid price calculations are based on 36 cuts plus the additional Central office Winter maintenance:  the bid sheet is formatted to do this calculation automatically (excel spreadsheet)
Minimum hourly rate for this work is $7.25/hour.  Note:  if HUD increases this rate, the contractor must make the same adjustment.  The increased labor costs are a billable expense and will be added to the overall value of the contract.

The bid format is a “Competitive Proposal”.  There is no bid opening.  After independently reviewing all proposals and preliminary discussion, the AHA committee will select only the top proposals deemed to be in the competitive range for final consideration.
The contractor is not responsible for maintaining landscaped areas other than:

Broad Acres Point (corner of Broad and Hancock)

Central Office

Front and rear entrance to the Nellie B community

No chemical treatments (such as Round-up) are to be used for this project.  Fence lines must be trimmed with weed-eaters (residential side only)

Damages caused by the contractor (windshield breaks, etc) are the contractors responsibility.  This is expressed in the RFP.
