If you are a current resident & own a business, or you have experience & skill in certain types of work, the Athens Housing Authority wants to hear from you! 
Under Section 3 of the HUD Act of 1968, wherever HUD financial assistance is expended for housing or community development, to the greatest extent feasible, economic opportunities will be given to low- and very low-income persons, particularly those who are recipients of government assistance for housing, and to business concerns, which provide economic opportunities to low- and very low-income persons.
There may be job opportunities for you!  These may be full-time, temporary or seasonal employment opportunities.
Who are Section 3 residents?
Section 3 residents are: 
· Public housing residents
· Low and very-low income persons who live in the metropolitan area or non-metropolitan county where a HUD-assisted project for housing or community development is located. Low income is defined as 80% or below the median income of that area.  Very low income is defined as 50% or below the median income of that area. 
What is a Section 3 business & what types of economic opportunities are available under Section 3?
A business:
· That is at least 51 percent or more owned by Section 3 residents,
· Whose permanent, full-time employees include persons, at least 30 percent of whom are currently Section 3 residents, or within three years of the date of first employment with the business concern were Section 3 residents, or
· That provides evidence of a commitment to subcontract in excess of 25 percent of the dollar award of all subcontracts to be awarded to a Section 3 business concern.
